Seven Directions of Our Love 
Sermon outline from Pastor Kohl, May 20, 2007 

 

1. Love God (The whole Trinity), Mark 12:20 

2. Love Your Neighbor, Mark 12:31 

3. Love the Brethren, John 13:34; 1 John 3:14, 4:20-21 

4. Love Your Family, Colossians 3:19; Titus 2:4 

5. Love Your Enemies, Matthew 5:44 

6. Love the Stranger (foreigners), Leviticus 19:34 

7. Love the Lost, Romans 9:1-3 
 

We are not to pick and choose which of these 7 we feel most 
comfortable with. These are not suggestions or options but 
commandments.  
Love is fondness for (Greek: phileo) or sacrifice for (Greek: agape). 
Agape is the superior love, but sometime we have to start with 
phileo and let it grow to a more superior love (John 21:15-19).
