27. Number of Stars                                 
(Isaiah 40:26)                        
Although man is unable to calculate 
the exact number of stars, we now 
know  their number is finite. Of 
course God knew this all along - 
“He telleth the number of the stars; He 
calleth them all by their names,” Psalm 
147:4. What an awesome God! 

 

28. Number of Sand                                 
(Genesis 22:17; Hebrews 11:12)                                        
The Bible compares the number of 
stars with the number of grains of 
sand on the seashore. Amazingly, 
gross estimates of the number of 
sand grains are comparable to the 
estimated stars in the universe. 

Both the Old and New Testaments 
are filled with promises of the Second 
Coming of Christ. There are 1,845 
references to it in the Old Testament, 
and a total of 17 Old Testament books 
give it prominence. 
 

Of the 260 chapters in the New 
Testament, there are 318 references to 
the Second Coming, or one out of 30 
verses. 23 of the 27 New Testament 
books refer to this great event. The 
four missing books include single 
chapter letters written to individual 
persons on a particular subject, and 
the fourth is Galatians, which does 
imply Christ’s coming again. 
 

For every prophecy on the First 
Coming of Christ, there are 8 on 
Christ’s Second Coming.
