Lyman Hall was born in 

Wallingford, CT, and studied for the 
ministry at Yale College. He 
graduated at 23, when he began 
preaching. 

He then studied medicine, and set 
up practice in 1752 in Sunbury, 
Georgia. He became a successful 
doctor and rice planter. The residents 
of Georgia were sparsely settled, and 
felt a need for British protection; 
consequently, many were Loyalists. 

In 1778, his home and plantation 
were ravaged and confiscated by the 
British. Hall managed to move his 
family to Connecticut until 1782, 
when he moved back in attempt to 
mend his fortune.
