Captain Fuchida And Forgiveness 
During World War 2, Mitsuo 
Fuchida led the attack on Pearl 
Harbor. Following the war,  
Fuchida met a friend who was a 
prisoner of war in America.  
This friend told Fuchida about  
the kindness of an American girl 
who brought the prisoners food  
and reading material.  
On being asked how she could do  
such kind deeds to enemies, 
he was told the girl’s story: 
The girl’s parents had been 
Christian missionaries in Japan. 
During the war they were sent to 
prison, cruelly beaten, and finally 
beheaded in Manila by the 
Japanese. Their last act was to write 
a letter to their daughter asking her 
always to love the Japanese people. 
Captain Fuchida asked his friend 
where the girl had learned to love 
her enemies. In reply he was shown 
a copy of the Bible.  
Fuchida soon became a Christian.
